Essential Function and Responsibilities:

o -Install filters and screening at customers locations
o -Work from ladders and where required fall protection
o -Jobrequires a professional level of interaction with customers, both
through verbal and written communication methods.
o -Pre-staging of filters in warehouse and prior to delivery or installation.
o -Taking used customer filters to authorized, legal waste transfer
stations.
o -Drive company vehicles in a safe and professional manner. This position
requires a safe and clean driving record to maintain employment. Loss
of driving privileges, or the loss of employee’s state issued driver’s
license will be handled on a case by case basis. Any deviation from this
requirement by management will be considered non-precedence
setting.



o -Interact and communicate with ownership, Operations Manager,
General Manager and co-workers in a professional manner.

o Performs InfiniPleat® sizing modifications
e Secondary Job Functions:
o -Provide support in the warehouse as needed.
o -General housekeeping requirements around office and warehouse
as needed.
o -Assist in unloading freight trucks as needed.
o -Answering phone calls as needed.
o The Essential and Secondary job requirements are generally recognized
tasks related to the stated job, along with all other duties assigned by
management.
o Required Job Skills and Certifications:

o -Ability to complete installation tasks from heights above 6 feet and
follow OSHA regulations as well as company rules.
o Physical Abilities Requirements:
o -AROM (active range of motion) Trunk — Flexion (bending), extension,
side-bending bilaterally, rotation = WNL (within normal limits).
o -AROM hip, knee, ankle — all planes = WWL.
o -AROM shoulder — Flexion, ABD, ADD, IR ER = WNL.



o -Need to be able to vertically lift 55 Ibs. up to 70” from the floor.
o -One arm carry in 10-gallon bucket, vertical lift from 0 to 46” from
the floor and horizontally transfer 7 feet.
o -Push-pull: Horizontally transfer 120 |bs. on a sled a distance of 10
feet.
o -UE Push-pull: With back at 45-degree angle; horizontally transfer 75
Ibs. of force.
o -Repetitive Coupling: Squeeze Jamar Hand Dynamometer requiring
forces up to 60 lbs.
o -Static Posture: Forward bend to reach towards the floor and
maintain position for 3 minutes.
